CLASS DEFINITION:

GENERAL STATEMENT OF DUTIES:  To assist a superior in insuring compliance to  the provisions
of state and federal codes, laws, regulations and policies  with regard to the storage, transportation and use
of explosives and  flammable liquids; to investigate explosions in order to determine their  nature and
cause; and to do related work as required.
SUPERVISION RECEIVED:  Works under the general supervision of a superior with  latitude for the
exercise of initiative and independent judgement; work is  reviewed for results attained and for
conformance to codes, laws, regulations  and policies.
SUPERVISION EXERCISED:  Usually none.

ILLUSTRATIVE EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED:

To assist a superior in insuring compliance to the provisions of state and federal codes, laws,
regulations and policies with regard to storage, transportation and use of explosives and flammable
liquids.

To render safe hazardous devices such as improvised explosives or incendiary devices.
To investigate complaints from the public in regard to hazardous conditions and to take appropriate

action to correct or have corrected such conditions.
To assist fire officials in investigations that may be concerned with explosives and/or flammable

liquids.
To conduct investigations of explosions to determine their nature and cause and to discover violations

of federal and state safety standards.
To conduct inspections of locations or vehicles where explosives and/or flammable liquids are stored,

used or transported to insure compliance with state and federal safety standards.
To carry firearms and other weapons in the course of and in the performance of  required duties.
To charge and apprehend suspected violators, if necessary.
To participate in the process of examining applicants for licenses and permits to sell, lease and

maintain portable fire extinguishers.
To conduct examinations and issue certificates of competency to persons wishing to explode or cause

to explode restricted fireworks.
To do related work as required.

REQUIRED QUALIFICATIONS FOR APPOINTMENT:

KNOWLEDGES, SKILLS AND CAPACITIES:  A thorough knowledge of the nature,  storage, use,
transportation and regulation of explosives and flammable  liquids; a working knowledge of the
provisions of state and federal codes,  laws, regulations and policies in the area of explosives and
flammable  liquids; a working knowledge of and skill in the use of firearms; the ability  to conduct
investigations to determine the nature and cause of explosions and  to insure compliance to standards in
the storage, use and transportation of  explosives and flammable liquids; the ability to assist fire officials
and  the general public in matters related to explosives and flammable liquids;  the ability to establish and



maintain effective working relationships with  fire officials and the general public; the ability to prepare
written  reports; and related capacities and abilities.

EDUCATION AND EXPERIENCE:

Education:  Such as may have been gained through:  graduation from a senior high school; and
Experience:  Such as may have been gained through: employment in a position concerning safety
procedures for explosives and flammable liquids and the investigation of explosions.
Or, any combination of education and experience that shall be substantially equivalent to the above
education and experience.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

As soon as practical and appropriate:
1. Must satisfactorily complete at the Rhode Island State Police Training

Academy or other certified police training school an appropriate course  of
training in Law Enforcement or must have previously completed a
comparable course.

2. Must meet the State of Rhode Island qualification requirements to carry
weapons used in the performance of duty and must maintain such
qualification  requirements as a condition of employment.
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
